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Plymouth Grove
Detailed negotiations were rewarded with planning consent for a landmark
building, which will significantly regenerate this neighbourhood. Our design
features a 13 storey curved tower, providing 102, apartments for key workers,
with a further 72 student apartments in the 8 and 9 storey areas. A landscaped
internal courtyard will sail over parking and service areas, and provide separate
access and amenities to the different residents.  At street level, retail and
commercial units will bring life and activity to the community.
