Planning, due to be submitted by Makin Architecture at
the end of this month, will pave the way for the regeneration
of this historically important site.

The Davenport Potteries, in Stoke on Trent, commenced
business on the site in1794 and following royal patronage
(William IV commissioned Davenport to make a superb
service of porcelain to be use at the coronation banquet),
the potteries thrived with over 1500 people employed at
the site.

Once plans are passed, the Grade Il & II* listed buildings,
which have lain derelict for some time, will be sensitively
renovated. Selective demoalition will preserve the immense
character and charm, whilst sympathetic new build
elements on the footprint of some existing buildings, will
provide a mix of 1,2 and 3 bed contemporary apartments.

In addition, commercial spaces, will once mare bring bustling
activity and life, with employment created for a new
generation at Top Bridge.
